We have reviewed the attached subdivision conditions and have no concerns with the extension of
draft approval. However, we would like to add the following condition for the Oxford Homes Ltd.

1. Prior to final approval, York Region requires the Owner to submit to it, in accordance with the
requirements of the Environmental Protection Act and O. Reg. 153/04 Records of Site Condition
Part XV.1 of the Act (as amended), a Phase I environmental site assessment prepared and signed by a
qualified professional, of the Owner’s lands and more specifically of the tands to be conveyed to
York Region (the “Assessment”). Based on the findings and results of the Assessment, York Region
may require further study, investigation, assessment and delineation to determine whether any
remedial or other action is required. The Assessment and any subsequent environmental reports or
other documentation prepared in respect of the environmental condition of the lands to be conveyed
must fo be addressed to York Region, contain wording to the effect that York Region shall be

entitled to rely on such reports or documentation in their entirety, and such reports or documentation
shall be satisfactory to York Region.

Prior to final approval, the Owner shall certify, in wording satisfactory to the Transportation
Services Department, that no contaminant, pollutant, waste of any nature, hazardous substance, toxic
substance, dangerous good, or other substance or material defined or re gulated under applicable
environmental laws is present at, on, in or under all lands to be conveyed to York Region (including
soils, substrata, surface water and groundwater, as applicable): (i) at a level or concentration that
exceeds the Environmental Protection Act O. Reg. 153/04 full depth generic site condition standards
applicable to the intended use that such lands will be put by York Region at the time of conveyance
or any other remediation standards published or administered by governmental authorities applicable
to the intended land use; and (ii) in such a manner, condition or emanating from such lands in such a
way, that would result in liability under applicable environmental laws.

INTRODUCTION:

On August 23, 2010 Council referred correspondence from the York Region
Planning and Development Services Department requesting comments on the new
East Gwillimbury Official Plan, to the writer for a report. The aforementioned
correspondence is attached as Schedule '1. The purpose of this report is to
provide staff's comments on the Town of East Gwillimbury Consolidated Official
Plan dated June 2010 for Council's endorsement and submission to York Region.

REPORT :

On August 10, 2009 Town of East Gwillimbury Council approved the release of a
draft Consolidated Official Plan dated August 2009 for public and agency review
and comment.

On October 19, 2009, the writer presented Report No. PB-2009-0075 to Council,
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- Page 2 of Report No. PB-2010-0093 -

which contained staff's comments on the above noted document. This report raised
concerns over the growth management approach that appeared to be based on a
planning horizon which extended well beyond 20 years or past 2031, which is
contrary to Provincial and Regional policy. Council endorsed the report and
adopted Resolution No. SC-2009-0460, which is attached as Schedule *2".

item C of the above noted Resolution specifically requested East Gwillimbury, and
- York Region as the approval authority, to make the necessary modifications to
ensure that the planning horizon of the final approved Official Plan does not extend
beyond the year 2031 and that the local municipal population and employment
forecasts as set out in the York Region Official Plan, be utilized as the basis for
planning and the designation of land for new development in the new Official Plan.

The writer has reviewed the East Gwillimbury Consolidated Official Plan (EGCOP)
adopted by East Gwillimbury Council on June 23, 2010, and for reasons discussed
below, | am satisfied that this Plan has been adequately revised and scaled back in
comparison to the initial Draft Plan, so that it is based on a 2031 planning horizon,
being 86,400 people and 34,400 jobs as per the Regional Official Plan.

To begin with, it is noted that Figure A - Long Term Structure, which is attached as
Schedule '3’, has not been incorporated into the EGCOP. Furthermore, the
pertinent policies and text in the Plan have been revised to refer to a 2031 planning
horizon.

Schedule A, Town Structure; Schedule A-1, Urban Structure; and Schedule B,
Urban Planning Area Land Use Plan of the EGCOP are attached as Schdules ‘4’, ‘5’
and ‘6’ respectively. The majority of future growth in East Gwillimbury will be
accommodated within the limits of their existing Secondary Plan Areas for
Queensville, Holland Landing and Sharon which are identified as the large purple
areas on the Land Use Plan (refer to Schedule ‘6'). ltis important to note that these
Secondary Plan Areas were part of the previous East Gwillimbury and York Region
Official Plans, wherein the East Gwillimbury population and employment target to
2026 was 60,000 people and 20,000 jobs respectively.

In order to meet the higher East Gwillimbury population(86,400) and employment
(34,400) targets in the new Regional Official Plan, the Region has determined the
need to accommodate 427 ha of Community Lands and 150 ha of Employment
Lands from the “white belt area” in East Gwillimbury. This area is the subject of
Regional Official Plan Amendment No. 1 (ROPA) which is attached as Schedule ‘7',

Given East Gwillimbury's increased population and employment targets to 2031, the
need for this additional urban land appears reasonable and defensible in terms of
quantity and location. Regional staff has indicated to the writer that without this
“white beit area”, East Gwillimbury will not have enough developable lands to
achieve their 2031 growth targets.

In conclusion, the writer has no issue or concern with both the East Gwillimbury
Consolidated Official Plan and Regional Official Plan Amendment No. 1.

Purpose of the Amendment:

This Amendment expands the Urban Area of the Town of East Gwillimbury to
provide opportunities for urban growth to the year 2031.

Location:

This urban expansion is within the Town of East Gwillimbury as shown on attached
Figures 1 to 8, being excerpts from Maps 1 to 6, Maps 8 and 11 of the York Region
Official Plan - December 2009.

Basis:

Places to Grow, The Growth Plan for the Greater Golden Horseshoe requires that
Regional population and employment forecasts prescribed through Schedule 3 to
the Growth Plan be allocated to local municipalities. Further the Growth Plan
requires that comprehensive municipal reviews undertake land budget analysis to
justify urban expansions. :

Regional population and employment forecasts and land budget was received and
endorsed by Regional Council in January 2009. Population and employment
forecasts were confirmed when the Draft York Regional Official Plan was released
for public review and comment in June 2009.

The-updated York Region Official Plan was adopted in December 2009 with Table 1
to the Plan identifying the population and employment forecasts to 2031 allocated
to local municipalities. , , :

A refined Regional land budget analysis, endorsed by Regional Council in March
2010, has resulted from ongoing discussions with local municipalities regarding
land supply, the reduction in the total employment numbers to 780,000 and
refinement of land take-outs for environmental features and non-developable
lands within white belt areas. Further, urban expansion is not permitted into either
the Protected Countryside of the Greenbelt Plan Area or into the Oak Ridges
Moraine Conservation Plan Area.
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The land budget analysis has indicated that additional urban land designations are
required in each white belt community to meet the 2031 growth forecasts.

The Ministry of Municipal Affairs and Housing has advised that that designation of
proposed urban expansions in the white belt communities requires a public review

and amendment process separate from the Official Plan.

This Proposed Amendment provides for identification of an urban expansion area

in the Town of East Gwillimbury consistent with the growth management work
undertaken by the Region and the Town of East Gwillimbury as well as amending
policies that referred to future urban expansion and the definition of New
Community Area which referred to asterisks on Map 1.

PART B - THE AMENDMENT

All of the Amendment entitled PART B - THE AMENDMENT, consisting of the
attached Figures 1 to 8 being excerpts from Maps 1 to 6, Map 8, and Map 11 of the
York Region Official Plan — December 2009, constitutes Amendment 1to the
Official Plan for the Region of York. '

The Official Plan for the Region of York is hereby-amended by the following:

1. That Policy 5.1.13 is deleted in it's entirety with renumbering of subvsequent
policies. :

2. That Map 1 - Regional Structure as shown on Figure 1 following is amended:

a. By deleting the magenta coloured asterisk in the Town of East Gwillimbury;

b. By deleting the legend reference to “Potential Urban Expansions Location,
Size and Phasing to be determined” and the asterisk in the legend.

¢. By designating the lands outlined in black and coloured pink within the

4. That Map 3 - Environmentally Significant Areas and Life Science Areas of
Natural and Scientific Interest as shown on Figure 3 following is amended by
designating the lands outlined in black and coloured pink within‘the Town of
East Gwillimbury as Urban Area. ‘
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5. That Map 4 - Key Hydrologic Features as shown on Figure 4 following is
amended by designating the lands outlined in black and coloured pink within
the Town of East Gwillimbury as Urban Area and continuing to identify
Wetlands and Permanent or Intermittent Streams within the subject lands.

6. That Map 5 - Woodlands as shown on Figure 5 following is amended by
designating the lands outlined in black and coloured pink within the Town of
East Gwillimbury as Urban Area and continuing to identify Woodlands and
Conservation Areas/Regional Forest within the subject lands.

REPORT:

Report Number DAS-2010-0039 was originally presented to Council at the meeting of
August 23, 2010. At that time Councit requested information on one specific item. This
report is being brought back to Council to address this question only, On page 5 of the
backup of the original report “Other Revenue” reported “$735,524". This included an
amount of $653,574 which represented Gas Tax Revenue. This revenue was erroneously
overstated due to a revised accounting practice. The funds should have been transferred
to the capital fund and not included in the line item mentioned above. This correction has
been made and the attached schedule has been corrected. This adjustment has changed
the Net Tax Levy Requirement from 38.6% to 41.7%, still well within the expected target of
50%.

Schedules detailing the actual Revenues and Expenditures of the Municipality up to June
30, 2010 are attached. \

The purpose of this report is to provide Members of Council with a mid-year summary of
the actual level of Revenues and Expenditures as compared to the approved annual
budget. There are various individual Revenue and Expenditure accounts, however, this
detail has been omitted in place of an overview for each classification. Individual account
detail is available upon request.

These summaries and budget comparisons provide an indication as to the status of the
financial operations of the Municipality as the year progresses.

2) Waterworks Fund , Page 9 (Att. 2)
3) Water Pollution Fund Page 10 (Att. 3)

As indicated in attachment 1-Operating and Capital Funds, the allocation of the Net Tax
Levy is 38.6% at June 30". This is due to the fact that most expenditures for capital
construction are not due until the fall or may be because of the seasonal nature of the
program.

Attachment 2-Waterworks Fund and Attachment 3-Water Pollution Fund show expenditure
levels way below the expected 50% range. This is mainly due to the timing of internal
transfers and debenture payments.

Attachment 4-Reserve Funds shows the Fund has increased $444 thousand since January
1%, 2010. See individual attachments for details.

Along with the information on the status of the Revenues and Expenditures for the period, |
am also providing information on the outstanding tax situation. The outstanding tax

REPORT:

At the Budget meeting heid on February 9, 2010, Council passed a resolution

increasing the reserve fund by $100,000.00 and that any request for funds be dealt with
by Council in separate reports.

Due to the 2010 elections, staff reviewed polling locations to ensure that all locations
are accessible to electors with disabilities. Our review indicated the following barriers at
three of our halls;

1) Sutton Kin Hall - no accessible parking spaces

2) Udora Community Hall - accessibility to the pathway is limited by a 4” x 4” post,
no paved accessible parking spaces and door threshold more than 1”

3) Pefferlaw Lions Hall - accessibie parking is not delineated by pavement markings
and emergency exit to parking lot is not paved

The Purchasing Department prepared a Request for Quotations to construct accessible
parking spaces at both the Udora Hall and the Sutton Kin Hall. As for the Kin Hall, the
Request for Proposal also included as a provisional item the reconstruction of the
circular entrance and drop off area from the parking lot of the Sution Arena.
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The cost to remove the barriers are as follows:

1) Sutton Kin Hail — pave two accessible parking spaces from the building to the

ramps, pavement markings...
$2,100.00 + HST

2) Udora Community Hall - pave two accessible parking spaces to the pathway,
pavement markings, remove interlocking stones at the door entrance and pour

concrete pad... _
$ 3.300.00 + HST

3) Pefferlaw Lions Hall —- pavement markings for two accessible parking spaces,

pave the emergency exits to the parking lot...
$ 1,500.00 + HST

TOTAL COST: $ 6,900.00 + HST

Additional Work:

For the Sutton Kin Hall, we have also requested a quote to reconstruct the circular
entrance and drop off area from the Sutton Arena parking across the road to the Kin
Hall accessible parking. The cost for this extra work is $8,000.00 plus HST. Staff has
not included the additional works in Recommendation No. 2.

The Georgina Accessibility Advisory Committee (GAAC). at its meeting held on July 30,
2010, passed the following recommendations approving the expenditure of funds to
remove the barriers;

Resolution No. GAAC-2010-0025

THAT THE TOWN OF GEORGINA ACCESSIBILITY ADVISORY COMMITTEE
APPROVES THE EXPENDITURE OF FUNDS NEEDED TO ENSURE THE UDORA
COMMUNITY HALL AND THE SUTTON COMMUNITY CENTRE (THE KINSMEN
HALL) ARE ACCESSIBLE FOR THE 2010 ELECTIONS.
